Washington Academy uses an automated biometric (fingerprint) recognition system for Catering and Printing services. I authorise the academy to use biometric information for these purposes until they leave the academy.  You can withdraw your consent at any time by writing to the academy.  Once they cease to use our systems, their biometric information will be securely deleted by the academy.
